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Domestic traffic expected to reach
pre-Covid levels by end of FY23: DIAL

New Delhi,

National capitals IGI Air-
port operator DIAL expects
domestic traffic to reach
pre-Covid levels by the end
of FY23.

Accordingly, DIAL, ex-
pects the gradual rise on the
back of improvement in
Covid situation and the high
level of vaccinations being
achieved.

"We may expect the do-
mestic traffic to reach pre-
Covid level by the end of
FY23," DIAL said in a
whitepaper.

Doctors, academicians write
letter to reopen primary schools

New Delhi,

More than 55 people, in-
cluding doctors, academi-
cians and other professionals
have written an open letter to
all state Chief Ministers,Union
Education Minister, Ministry
of Health and Family Welfare,
and the National Disaster
Management Authority de-
manding reopening of
schools as soon as possible
across the country.They also
appealed that opening of pri-
mary schools must be given

higher priority.
The letter has been
marked to the Prime

Minister's Office as well.

The letter says, "There is
global evidence to support
reopening of schools and the
governments should ur-
gently consider opening

schools and resuming physi-
cal classes."

The letter said the aim of
vaccination is to prevent se-
vere illness and death, how-
ever,children are relatively at
a low risk of severe or fatal
Covid-19 infection.

Data from the US indi-
cates that those under 25
years are at one-tenth the
mortality risk from Covid-19
as compared to traffic acci-
dents. Children are more
likely to develop severe dis-
eases from infections such as
dengue.However,schools are
not closed due to the risk
from traffic accidents or den-
gue.

Further, 60-80 per cent of
Indian children have had
natural infections as per
serosurveys. Vaccination of

children is not a prerequisite
to open schools. Nowhere in
the world are children
younger than 12 years being
vaccinated but the schools
remain open.

Underlining the study
that points out that schools
do not contribute signifi-
cantly to Covid-19 spread,the
letter says, "Adults and chil-
dren are free to go anywhere
except schools and aggres-
sive testing in non-school set-
tings may also reveal positive
results similar to schools."

Citing the UNICEF's state-
ment that schools should be
the last to close and first to
open during a pandemic, the
letter has underlined that we
need to remember that
opening of schools will be a
very dynamic process.

Daily Covid-19 infec-
tions in Germany also con-
tinued to rise as 12,029 new
cases were registered within
one day, 2,749 more than a
week ago, according to RKI,
the federal agency for dis-
ease control and preven-
tion.

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OMCs keep petrol, diesel retail
prices unchanged on Saturday

New Delhi,

Even with crude bouncing back over $72 a bar-
rel, the oil marketing companies (OMC) on Satur-
day spared consumers from any further hike in
petrol and diesel prices.

Accordingly, in the national capital, petrol con-
tinues to be sold for Rs 101.49 per litre and diesel
Rs 88.92 a litre.This is fourth consecutive day when
fuel prices have escaped any revision.Across the
country as well, fuel prices remained unchanged on
Saturday, but their retail rates varied depending on
the level of local taxes in each state.

After falling, global crude oil prices had firmed
up over the past week to cross $72 a barrel mark.

Before price revision for auto fuel again began
this month, its rates had been static for 35 days be-
tween July 18 and August 21.This pause in prices
came after fuel prices increased for 41 days in the
current financial year. The 41 increases have taken
up petrol prices by Rs 11.44 per litre in Delhi, while
the diesel rates have spiked by Rs 8.74 per litre in
the national capital.

Google may invest 'several

thousands of crores' into Airtel

New Delhi,
Bharti Airtel might soon get an investment from
Google which could run into several thousands of
crores,as per media reports.Both the companies are
already in advanced stage of discussions and ne-
gotiations since last year, media reports said.These
reports suggest the investment from Google into
Airtel can be quite large in amount.lt remains to be
seen what are the underlying dynamics because the
Jio and Google partnership might have come with

Jefferies believe
that since there's no urgent need of raising cash,
the telco is likely assuming that it will need a larger
capacity network to hold all the Vodafone Idea (Vi)
customers that come its way, TelecomTalk reported.
Thus a large investment from Google into the com-
pany can set a lot of things in order for Bharti Airtel.
It will allow the telco to smoothly pay off its debt to
the government and also keep investing in 4G and
5G networks.
